Constituency

Business Enterprise

Definition

a) an enterprise (other than a Mediating or Investment Institution)
that has been established in order to generate a profit for the
benefit of its investors or owners or,

b) an organization representing the collective interests of those
falling into category ‘a’.

Investment Institution

an enterprise that is primarily concerned with the direct or
indirect, long-term investment of funds in business - including, but
not limited to, asset owners, asset managers, development banks,
exchanges, ratings agencies and market information brokers.

Labor

an organization established independently of employers and
governments to represent the interests of workers.

Civil Society Organization

an organization established in order to promote or secure a public
good relating to sustainability (environmental, social and
governance) and that does not fall into any of the categories
defined above.

Mediating Institution

an individual or organization that provides goods and/or services
associated with the reporting process and derives benefit from
doing so.
